Even
though it is badly damaged by-#dirrain vehicle use, the
property, which lies along the Burns Waterway, provides
important buffer to the delicate habitat at Yellow Birch
Fen, an Indiana Heritage Trust project at this state
dedicated preserve.

In December we received a donation of 3.3 acres
along the northern boundary of Cressmoor Prairie in Lake Pates
County. The acquisition has significant natural value, but =%
it is most important as a buffer between the preserve, one
of the largest intact remnants of blasil prairie in the
state, and a major housing subdivision proposed for the
adjoining golf course property.

We also acquired, via tax sale and purchase, a
number of lots in the Great Marsh area of Beverly Shores.
